The heavy heat did damage many of the orchards and field crops. Tomatoes
were esecially hard hit and that may explain the exhorbitantly high prices of
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fruits and veggies this year. Question: where does the government enter into
this, when it comes to compensation and incentives for the farmers? We also
have the government demanding heavy prices for water usage when they never
did anything to slow water loss over the years. We actually have ways of
converting sea water to potable water but no governemnt planning actually put
into effect until the very last moment.

Moshe Gershman (Citrus manager) thinks we'll have a good season this year,
providing no ecological disasters befall us!

Gardener Jackie Amar is getting ready for the winter by trimming trees that
have branches touching electrical lines and perhaps he can also take care of
branches that might fall during high winds? One of the trees on the main lawn
fell over and had to be taken out and since then they have started trimming the
area surrounding the main parking lot.

Danny Friedlander (Avocado manager) says that the heat this summer definitely
didn't adversly affect the trees and he too thinks we'll have a good yield.

This year Beit Blond was full a good deal of the time and kept resonably clean
but there still remains what to do to bring it up to standard. As soon as all the
financial finagling with the CFO are done, we have plans to change all the front
doors (including screens). After that, we would like to do the back doors too.

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VET AND SANITATION

Last week there was a meeting in the Club room with the regional Vet: Dr. Ron
Yisraeli and the regional sanitation manager: Moti Yishai.

Basically it was a meeting to get acquainted with the people in change and hear
how they view their positions. This is important for the general public and here
are the main points of the talk:
VET:
e Public health and safety for people and pets is the most important issue.
e Prevention of mistreatment of pets/animals.
e Ecologically viable rules for both (i.e. no one should build a stable or
chicken coop inside a community, near his neighbor)
e Rabies injection/inspection for pets, twice a year.
e Trapping wandering dogs (i.e. regional dog catcher).
e Trating wounded animals in the area.
e Removal of carcasses from the area.
SANITATION:
¢ Making sure the area is tolerable by lowering nuisances such as flies,
mosquitos, rats, cockroaches, wasps and the ‘new' (to our area) agent: fire
ants.
e Sending sanitation controllers to communities. (Ours is Yagil Oren.)
e (Garbage collection and putting out garbage containers.
e Re-cycling cartons, bottles, plastic, paper, batteries, etc.
e Work with the Vet for rabies control.

Subjects touched on:

e Rats come up throught the sewers and usually the sewers have to be
sprayed fo prevent this. We also have field rats who come to forage within
the kibbutz. They have to be trapped by the regional sanitizer.

e The local sanitation officer has to see to spraying sewers so we're not
unduly bothered by cockroaches either (spring and autumn).

¢ Large numbers of stray cats in the area due to excessive feeding. When
conditions are good they reproduce at a phenomenal rate and cause laods of
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problems. The recent change in the law makes it a crime to kill them or to
remove them from their natural habitat, but their numbers have to be kept
in check. Here in KH we try to have them neutered and vaccinated with
the help of the regional council.

Jackels and foxes come to forage and the food left out for cats is an
incentive for them to enter peopled areas. Garbage containers that are
not properly closed or compost containers also entice them. Our area is
free of fox rabies at the moment due to the oral vaccine that they ingest.
The compost in KH is well looked after thanks to Jackie and cooperation
with the regional council. Private compost heaps near houses that are not
properly covered or looked after are a nuisance as they encourage wasp,
mosquito and fly colonies as well as forage for wild cats, dogs and foxes.
Wandering dogs are a problem within the kibbutz. In the past, when
numbers were smaller, it was less of a problem. Today with privatization of
property, young families and older people, this has become a real nuisance.
older people are understandably frightened of anything that may unduly
influence their balance. Dog owners have to takethis into account.
Everyone has to be responsible for their own dog. The dog cather comes
within 24 hours of being called and has to be accompanied by someone from
the community. Any volunteers??

Yifat bought a display showing what happens in instances of rabies and how
to cope. There are posters up all over the kibbutz now and information has
been given out to the general public.
