The book is
divided into three phases: the late Michael Z"L beofre coming to Israel; Renee's
youth and then the family they made here in KH. Renee's deep feeling of Zionism
and her commitment to the kibbutz and it's ideals are wonderful to read about.

Not everyday that one of our own women shows up as a ‘covergirl on a newspaper,
but that's just what happened to Helen Levine when the cookbook "Dineat” came
out. The book gives recipes for food which was a staple of kibbutz dining rooms
all over Israel. Helen's picture graced the front page of 'Yediot Kibbutz' and we
remember that for many years she was the chief chef (even though we never
called the cooks 'chef’ back then) here in KH. This is not a cookbook about
gourmet cooking but does give recipes for things which were well known and loved
and used many left over ingredients (not to mention marg/butter) or fruit which
wasn't good enough to send to market but was certainly good enough for us to eat.

The book also tells of something called Steam Pudding (as in steamed...) and tells
the story of Helen's first publishing experience: "Helen's Cook Book”. As this is
our 65™ year, we plan on doing another printing of the original pamphlet with
drawings by Liela (Ben-Avi) Hart. As I lent out my own copy years ago and never
got it back, I would be interested in purchasing a new one.

This week the paper also told about the expansion of 'Pitputim” which has it's
bakery here on KH and has opened a store in Rosh Pina. Their baked goods are
made of 100% spelt flour which is far healthier for us - not to mention tasty.




Last week we heard about our basketball team which made it to the semifinals
accompanied by busloads of their fans. They celebrated with a party in the pub
last Thursday night and I would have been there if I had the time...

At our last Kabbalat Shabbat we has a group of Christian German youth attending.
Sara Davolt was their host as she taught Hebrew through ‘Tabcha’ and from time
to time they ask her to host groups of people who visit Israel and explain what
'Kibbutz' is all about. They listened politely (in English) and asked questions, they
also heard Johnny blow the Shofar (most impressively) and tell how his father
came from Germany and bought the shofar as a gift to the kibbutz. They sang a
few songs with us at the end of the service: We Bring You Peace (Heveinu Shalom
Alichem).

Welcome to Tzila Maser who is here from England for a couple of weeks visit with
her family. Welcome back to Batsheva and Marky who have returned from a visit
to family in England.
